About two -thirds of General Fund -State spending is protected by é/—f" é é//[/e

constitutional, legal or contractual obligations. Thus the bulk of

any cutting must be made to the other one -third of the budget which includes human services, some K -12,
Department of Corrections, Higher Education, Natural Resources, Transportation, etc. to name a few. Cutting
as much as$2 billion from the unprotected portion of the budget would result in cuts of more than 20 percent

to those programs and services.

What we know, is that at current spending levels, revenues are grossly inadequate again, to the tune of $1.4
billion. With a needed reserve to be created on top of that, the governor asked agencies to develop proposals
that are inclusive of cuts that will achieve a total amount of $2 billion - forcing huge cuts to be considered
that are frankly, unimaginable.

What you must know is that on November 17" a new revenue forecast will be released. It is expected to be
worse than the September one that prompted Governor Gregoire to call the Special Session. If the expectation
is correct, the alternatives given by the Governor may not be enough and the deepest proposed cuts could be
reali zed. So, we candt just sit back with a watch anc
